Obdrzel 2. cenu v Soutézi mladych varhanika
v Opavé a stal se také finalistou mezinarodnich soutézi ve
Francii a Némecku. Za interpretaci skladeb Petra Ebena byl
ocenén Ceskym hudebnim fondem a jako stipendista tohoto
fondu studoval varhanni dilo P. Ebena pfimo pod jeho
vedenim. Pfi svych koncertnich vystoupenich se T. Thon
zamétuje zejména na barokni hudbu se snahou o historicky
poucenou interpretaci a na hudbu 20. stoleti. Mimo
koncertovani v hlavnich paftizskych chramech provedl sérii
koncerti s legendarnim francouzskym trumpetistou
Mauricem André. K dalSimu vyznamnému koncertnimu
projektu patii zahajovaci koncert Mezinarodniho festivalu
Stary zdkon vuméni (1995), kde provedl ve spolupraci
s izraelskym velvyslancem Moshem Yegarem skladbu Petra
Ebena Job pro varhany a recitaci. Tuto skladbu pak také
nahral pro vydavatelstvi Supraphon. Ve spolupraci s Ceskym
rozhlasem poftidil nahravky kompletniho varhanniho dila D.
Zipoliho a J. K. Kuchate. Opakované také ucinkoval na festivalech Janackiiv m4j, na Brnénském
varhannim festivalu a na Mezinarodnim varhannim festivalu v Oliwé (Polsko), Mezinarodnim
hudebnim festivalu Petera Dvorského apod. Pravidelné zaseda v porotach narodnich i mezinarodnich
soutézi (Opava, Vamberk, Rim, Katovice) a ptisobi v ramci mistrovskych interpretadnich varhannich
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Olomouci. Vroce 1992 zalozil hudebni vydavatelstvi ARTTHON, které se zabyvd vydavanim
zejména Ceské varhanni hudby 16. — 18. stol. V roce 2001 zalozil Mezinarodni varhanni festival
barokni hudby v Opavé. V roce 2017 na Ostravské univerzité ukoncil doktorandské studium (Ph.D.)
a obhdjil disertacni praci na téma Vyvoj edicni cinnosti v oblasti staré ceské varhanni tvorby —
oborova exegeze a propedeutika, za kterou ziskal Cenu rektora. T. Thon koncertné vystupoval

Alain). He took part in many organ masterclasses (Czech
Republic, Poland, France), won 2nd prize in the Young
Organists Competition in Opava and was a finalist in
international competitions in France and Germany. He was
awarded a grant by the Czech Music Fund for his
interpretation of organ works by Petr Eben and this enabled
him to study them under the guide of the Master himself. At
his concerts he focuses mostly on music of the 20th century
and the Baroque epoch with a stress on its authentic
performance. He has given many concerts in the main
Parisian churches and played a series of concerts with the
legendary trumpeter Maurice André. Another project of
great importance was the opening concert of the Old
Testament in Art International Festival (1995) where he
performed, together with the Israel ambassador Moshe
Yegar, the composition by Petr Eben Job for organ and
narrator. Since 2004 he performe the last organ cycle by
P. Eben — The Labyrinth of the World and the Paradise of the Hearth. In collaboration with Czech
Radio he made a complete recording of the organ works by D. Zipoli and J. K. Kuchai and other old
Czech Masters. CD recordings for label Supraphon, Studio Matous, Radioservis. He has repeatedly
played at the festivals Janacek’s May, Brno Organ Festival, International Organ Festival in Oliwa,
Lezajsk (Poland) and Peter Dvorsky International Music Festival. Tomas Thon receives regular
invitations as a jury member for national and international competitions (Opava, Vamberk, Italy,
Poland) and teaches at international organ masterclasses (France, Poland, Austria, USA). Since
1999 — 2011 he taught organ in several conservatoires (Krométiz, Ostrava, Opava, Olomouc). He
founded a music publishing house ARTTHON that specialises in publishing mainly Czech organ
music of the 16th — 18th centuries. In 2001-2008 he founded and the International Festival of
Baroque Organ Music in Opava. Tomas Thon has toured in many European countries, Algeria and
